Amicalola Delayed Harvest:

This month the featured stream is the Amicalola Delayed Harvest in Dawson forest. The Amicalola, or “Ami”
is a medium sized creek with about 3 miles designated as Delayed Harvest. The largest concentrations of
fish are at the upper and lower ends of the creek but that doesn't mean that the middle section isn’t without
fish. The Ami often has crystal clear water and is shallow and these fish ca be easily spooked. There are
definitely some holes that will float your hat and the rocks are quite slick so don’t forget your wading staff.
Last year, there were brook trout and some huge fish stocked in the river (over 24”) and | imagine this year
some big fish were also put in. The Ami is a beautiful stream especially when you make your way down from
the parking area at the upper end and you are sure to get away from any crowds with a short walk down a
well marked trail. Most typical nymphs are effective in the winter, while a wooly bugger with some flash will
likely produce in the deeper pools at each end. If the Ami fishes even half as well a last year, expect a great
day in a beautiful place.

January Fishing report:

January has been an interesting month regarding weather including spring-like days and two snow days in
the same week. The fish didn’t seem to mind and surprisingly have been rising to impressive afternoon Blue
Winged Olive (BWO) and Midge Hatches. The Chattahoochee Delayed Harvest has fished extremely well.
Does it really get any better than surface action on every cast in the middle of January? Just when you
thought the only way to get a bite would be to dredge the bottom with heavily weighted nymph rigs the
browns will inhale a well presented dry or emerger. Over 5000 rainbows and browns were stocked this month
and they have been more than eager to eat. They quickly learned that Y2K’s and other “junk” flies were not
for them and now more traditional patterns are producing. On recent trips to the Hooch, midges have been
hatching from about noon through 3 PM and the fish have been feeding on these tiniest of insects. It seems
as if these fish are rising to ghosts. These morsels are in #24 to #30 range but the trout will clearly take
something larger if you give it just the right action. Sometimes a drag free drift is the wrong approach. #20
Emergers in BWO and midge patterns dropped of a #18 Para Adams have been the magic ticket the past 2
weeks. A very slow strip will give the emerger some life and often trigger a subtle take. With the colder
temperatures conditions have been interesting. With morning temperatures around 18 degrees, there were
sheets of ice 3/8” thick in puddles and along the edges. Make sure to dress warm and drink plenty of fluids to
prevent cramping. For regular reports and a pictures, check out the fishing reports on www.NGTO.org . Be
careful out there (rumor has it that a TU member went for an unplanned swim in the Hooch last month) and
have some fun.

The Squirrel Tail Yellow Palmer:

One of my most productive attractor patterns this past spring and summer. It produced really well on shallower water.
Another quick tie and great beginner dry fly. Squirrel tail floats exceptionally well without adding bulk to the fly.

Hook: dry fly size 12-16

Thread:8/0 sulfur yellow

Tall: Squirrel tail

Hackle: Grizzly and ginger

Body: Superfine sulfur yellow dubbing

Steps:
Start thread and run the length of the hook and finish at the bend
Catch a nuisance squirrel or search neighborhood for roadkill.
Sequester tail
Tie in Squirrel tail guard hairs.
Select one grizzly hackle and one ginger hackle of appropriate size.
Tie in hackles by the stem at the bend of the hook.
Dub body of fly and wrap shank, leaving room for a head.
Palmer hackles forward one at a time and tie each one in.
Tie a neat head and whip finish
Trim fly and add head cement.

T oo e e

That's it! Easier than a wooly booger. Add a dropper (a soft hackle no doubt) and hang on.

The Upper Chattahoochee and Tailwater Chapters of Trout Unlimited, The Fish Hawk and Georgia Women Fly Fishers
are pleased to announce a comprehensive one-day fly-fishing clinic for young men and women, ages 10 through 15
years old. The clinic is designed for the beginning fly fisher and will provide basic instruction in all phases of flyfishing,
including equipment overview, knot tying, insect identification and fly-casting. Instructors from the Atlanta Fly Fishing
School, Trout Unlimited and Georgia Women Flyfishers will work with students providing individual instruction in casting
techniques and answering questions about fly-fishing. Upon completion of the clinic each student will be awarded a
Certificate of Completion and a drawing will be held to award some lucky students with fishing equipment from The Fish
Hawk in Atlanta. The clinic will be held at the Buford Trout Hatchery (3204 Trout Place Rd, Cumming, GA 30041) on
July 12, 2008 between 8:30 AM and approximately 3:00 PM. Lunch will be provided at the hatchery for all participants.
The class will be limited to 36 students and is offered at a cost of $15 per student. Parent or guardian may stay and
observe the clinic or drop-off the student and pick him/her up later.

What to Bring

Students will be provided with all necessary equipment. The only items to bring are casual seasonal outdoor clothing, a
brimmed hat, sunglasses (preferably polarized), insect repellent and sunscreen. Students who prefer to use their own fly
rod may do so. The “on the water” fly casting instruction will take place from the shoreline of the pond at the hatchery, so
life jackets will not be necessary. No hooks will be used on the line, for safety reasons. This is an instructional day. All
instructors will be eager to teach the art of fly-fishing, so bring lots of interest and enthusiasm to class.

Students who have previously attended this clinic are not eligible to attend again.
